


Endangered Species in Puerto Rico
Puerto Rico has several species that are classified as endangered, such as the manatee. The manatee subspecies found in Puerto Rico is known as Trichechus manatus, the same one that inhabits the warm'coasts of other Greater Antilles, Caribbean countries and the Gulf of Mexico.
